The discovery of the unique survival techniques of native plants has been a valuable edu-
cation. One of the constants regarding the future has always been education concerning
native plants, trees, and shrubs. Education includes visitors to the nature center and vol-
unteers who work on the grounds. Volunteers discover in a short period of time that
they can become “graduate students” in biology, botany, and ecology if they choose.

Julie Clay, an enthusiastic and organized volunteer, is devising a plan to formalize the
educational aspect of volunteering in the Meadow so that every volunteer’s morning will
be a learning experience. Volunteers will begin with learning simple procedures to care
for specific areas around the Meadow. Volunteers can then accommodate their time dur-
ing the week on a flexible schedule to spend in the Meadow and accomplish mainte-
nance. On the first and third Tuesday of each month, volunteers will spend time collec-
tively with mental stimulation sharing what they know and have learned about working
in specific areas. At these times, there will also be discussion on a variety of native plant
families including their growth habits, seasonal interest points, uses of the plants by lo-
cal and migrating fauna, and historical uses such as in medicine and dyes.

Sounds like a super plan that will produce benefits to the volunteers. Master Naturalist
and Master Gardeners who are looking for productive Volunteer Hours and home gar-
deners who love to improve their own home turf will benefit. If you are inspired to learn
more about native plants, I can’t think of a better way to do it. To know more about this
new set-up, come out on a Tuesday morning and see what happens.
